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On the first day of the week Mary Magdalene 
came to the tomb early, while it was still dark, 
and saw that the stone had been taken away 
from the tomb.  So she ran, and went to Simon 
Peter and the other disciple, the one whom 
Jesus loved, and said to them, "They have 
taken the Lord out of the tomb, and we do not 
know where they have laid him."  Peter then 
came out with the other disciple, and they went 
toward the tomb.  They both ran, but the other 

disciple outran Peter and reached the tomb first; and stooping to look in, 
he saw the linen cloths lying there, but did not go in.  Then Simon Peter 
came, and went into the tomb; he saw the linen cloths lying, and the 
napkin, which had been on Jesus' head, not lying with the linen cloths but 
rolled up in a place by itself.  Then the other disciple, who reached the 
tomb first, also went in, and he saw and believed; for as yet they did not 
know the scripture, that Jesus must rise from the dead. (From the Holy 
Gospel, according to John, 20:1-9)

Fish on Friday During Lent 
 

      In 1962 Lou Groen owned a McDonald’s in a predominantly Catholic town, Monfort 

Heights, near Cincinnati, Ohio.  During Lent Catholics didn’t eat meat on Friday and 

Groen watched his customers flock to a nearby restaurant for their fish sandwiches.  So 

Groen, himself a Catholic, decided to create his own fish sandwich.  He cut up halibut, 

dipped the pieces in batter and fried them. 
 

      Groen was so happy with his sandwich that he traveled to Chicago and suggested that 

Ray Kroc, the founder of McDonald’s, add it to the menu.  Kroc was not impressed, but 

Groen didn’t give up.  Finally Kroc made him a wager.  McDonald’s would try out 

Groen’s fish sandwich on the menu for Good Friday, as well as a hula burger, a cold bun 

and a slice of pineapple, that Kroc was developing.  They would see which sandwich had 

the higher sales, and that sandwich would be added to the menu. 
 

      On Good Friday Groen sold 350 of his fish sandwiches.  Kroc never revealed how 

many hula burgers he sold.  One source says he only sold six. 
 

      And the fillet of fish sandwich became part of the McDonald’s menu in 1965.  The 

halibut was replaced with Atlantic Cod and a slice of cheese was added.  Today 

customers eat more than 300 million of McDonald’s filet-of-fish sandwiches each year, 

and it is considered the world’s best selling fish sandwich.

Liturgy Is a Song 
 

      I have a suggestion: Let’s sing the Mass, all of it, save the readings and the homily.  

Grand Knight’s Report   

Chaplain’s Corner 
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Recently, I had coffee with a bright and faithful young man, a graduate student in history 

and the child of devout parents.  The revised missal, he told me, felt “like some kind of 

final straw.”  I asked him to explain.  He bemoaned what he called “the clunky rhythm” 

of the words.  (That sea of nouns and modifiers with scarcely a verb to cling to!)  He 

wondered at the “And with your spirit.”  It felt “vaguely Gnostic” to him, he said.  “What 

about the priest’s body, his head and heart and hands and feet?” 
 

       “Why does the priest bid me, all of me, peace,” he asked, “if I only bid his spirit 

peace in return?”  I gave the standard explanations, of the literal rather than the dynamic 

translation.  We agreed that the closest translation of et cum spiritu tuo is “and with your 

spirit.”  But that doesn’t really get at the problem, I told him.  Americans are a 

technological people.  We admire industry and precision and we expect even ritual texts 

to read like automobile manuals.  The highest praise one can offer an automotive manual 

is to say the text is clear and unambiguous.  If I do as I am told and put tab A into slot B, 

I can expect the same results each time I do it.  I don’t care to wonder at the mystery of 

the headlight; I just want it to shine.  We try that approach with God, but it never works.  

God is not quantifiable.  God resists manipulation, however deft.  And God resists human 

definition, however well meant.  Just ask Moses. 
 

      We are also a litigious society.  The longest part of any surgical consent form is a list 

of possible disasters.  Forewarned, it seems, is forearmed against lawsuits.  More and 

more often, we are asked to read and review some form before the simplest of procedures 

or exchanges.  Want to return a gift that was ordered online?  It’s simple, as long as you 

have the original packaging (and woe to the family who likes to pop the original bubble 

wrap) and all the paperwork and the Official Return Label and the gazillion-figures-long 

order number handy for the customer representative answering phones on the moon.  We 

like contracts.  Or, if we don’t like them, we are addicted to contracts: which makes 

everything we hear or say sound like a contractual agreement.  Check all the boxes.  

Write your initials here, and here, and here.  This is not about liberals or conservatives, 

this is about Americans.  Interestingly, I told my friend, in stories of human and other-

than interactions, it is always Satan who offers a contract.  God offers us a world, and 

life, always more and more life, deeper life, truer life, richer life.  Life, of course, is not a 

contract, but an experience, a journey.  Like the One who speaks from the burning bush 

and tells Moses, “I AM,” so life in God IS, active and unfolding.  Then I asked him to 

think of all the songs that are important to him, the songs that take him back to a summer 

night when he was 16.  The songs that evoke smells and tastes and the feel of the wind on 

his face.  I told him I remember driving fast down dirt Panhandle roads, the windows 

down, the radio blasting Creedence Clearwater Revival.  “There’s a bad moon on the 

rise” … I don’t know all the rest of the lyrics and I never did.  But the lyrics are part of a 

piece.  The music, the beat and the lyrics combined to set us dancing, and driving, all in 

the dark and the heat and the sweet promise of a hot Texas night. 
 

      I’m not suggesting that the Eucharistic prayer is a pop song, but it is a song, and 

songs sing better than they read.  Try it, and you’ll see.  And songs, by their nature, 

involve more than the intellect.  Songs involve one’s whole being, just as the liturgy, with 

its smells and sounds and sights and movements, involves one’s whole being.  The angels 

who appeared to the shepherds in a field near Bethlehem did not come reading a text.  

They did not come with a 10-point plan of salvation.  They came with a song: “Hosanna, 

hosanna, hosanna in the highest.  Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord.  

Hosanna in the highest.”  That’s what we gather each Sunday to do: We gather to sing a 

hymn of praise to the One who made us and whose we are.  Let us sing, then, and put 
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away any pretense of contract or instruction manual.  Let us sing, with syllables and 

words sometimes lost in the music and rhythm, but with an understanding, in flesh and in 

spirit, that grows brighter each time we sing.  “Blessed is he who comes in the name of 

the Lord. Hosanna in the highest.”
